While we are participating in Harlingen Homeschooler (HH) meetings, fieldtrips, and activities or 
events, we will be representing the Lord Jesus Christ, HH, and homeschoolers in general.

 Member families will avoid acting in such a way that is considered disrespectful, offen-
sive, immoral, intimidating, rude, or in any way which may bring reproach on the organi-
zation or home education.
